AURORA, IL (November 6, 2009) – The Illinois Association of Chamber of Commerce Executives 
announced on Thursday, Nov. 5, that the Aurora Regional Chamber of Commerce was presented with 
first place in two categories at the first annual IACCE Communications Awards.  The chamber’s website

their content and layout in the 700+ member category. In addition, the chamber’s resource guide – 
offering members opportunities to promote and market their business’s services and products – received 
an honorable mention in the 700+ member category. 
 
The IACCE created the Communications Awards to provide Illinois chambers of commerce access to 
statewide recognition for their materials as well as offering another way for chambers to learn from each 
other.  The Communications Awards were presented at the annual IACCE Fall Conference held in Lisle, 
Ill.  More than 100 chamber executives from across the state were present at the three-day event 
highlighting the successes and challenges chambers are facing today.
